These skills are essentfially characterized by an
interdisciplinary approach to knowledge and by ability to work in
terms of real life, time bound, goal oriented tasks of production, of
design and development, of research and ultimately of social
action.

Life-long learning requires development of ability of
learning-to-learn. This is very important because of explosion of

knowledge and its high rate of obsolescence. To keep one's :

market value high, one has to continuously update knowledge

and skills through continuous training and self study; ‘Ability fo

work in team’ is yet another no-less-important requirement at the
place of employment. .
